Theatre District Experience the theaters of New York and you
will see some of the brightest stars!

The Financial District/Battery Park City The Financial
District is centered on Wall Street in lower Manhattan. This
neighborhood contains the New York Stock Exchange, the
American Stock Exchange and the Federal Reserve.

It remains
the world’s foremost securities marketplace. The American Stock
Exchange is the nation’s second largest floor-based exchange.

Most events are held indoor but there are
special Spring/Summer events that take place on the outdoor plaza.
Adjacent to the WFC is the World Trade Center, the future site

of the 9-11 Memorial and the Freedom Tower.

Greenwich Village Take a stroll through “the Village” and enjoy
the multitude of art galleries, architecture, cafés and Jazz Clubs.
